THE AGNUS DEI. The Agnus Dei (Lamb of God) at
Mass, on these three Sundays will be sung to a choral
setting by cantors. Please don’t try and join in as
congregational singing is not allowed.

Unfortunately, the Service Sheets were prepared

The Agnus Dei is the ancient chant that covers the
breaking of the consecrated bread and the
commixture at mass.

Then later in the
mass you will read the biddings in the Intercessions
The readings and prayers will be sent to you. We have
several new need lots of volunteers, but we could do
with more.

EVERYONES SAFETY. We have reoganised our church
layout to ensure Socilal Distabcing. Please use the
hand sanitisers provided, we encourage you to do this
frequently, but please always do so every time that
you enter or leave church and before you recive Holy
Communion. The government have made it a legal
requirment for people to wear a Face Covering when
in church. We therfore encorage you to comply with
this, the Police have the powers and responsibility to
enforce this.

There are restictions on singing and music in church
and we have had to make a number of changes to our
worship. We hope to do this however in ways that will
also enrich us in our worship. We are unable to have a
Kids Zone or refeshments at the moment.

We only want people to come back to church when
you reel happy to do so, it may be that some people
may prefer a weekday mass instead of a Sunday for a
while.

Obviosly you should not come to Church if have the
symptoms of Covid 19 or have been in contact with
someone who has, if you are in any doubt please
contact NHS 111. You should also not come to church
if you are required to quarentine after traveling.

Once the mass has ended on a Sunday you should
leave by the SE door. Please do not stand around
chatting in church, as this increases risks. Please chat
and get to know each other outside the door.

At Evening
Prayer the congregation are asked to sit in the Nave to
enable Social Distancing.
